Leadership Awards
Unsung Hero Award  

This award is given to a student who has worked behind the scenes to improve the quality of life on campus for students. This award is intended for a student who does not hold an elected or other leadership position on campus.

Scholar Athlete Award

This award is presented to an athlete who has distinguished him or herself in the classroom and has shown great leadership and sportsmanship on and off the court or field. The scholar athlete must be a junior or senior who has played a spot for at least two seasons. The athletic department will choose the scholar athlete. 

Residence Life Award   

This award is given to a student who has greatly improved the quality of life in the residence halls. The recipient of this award may be a resident advisor or another student who has been influential in residence life. 

The Student Government Association Award  

This award is presented to a student who has demonstrated outstanding leadership through their role in The Student Government Association. This recipient of this award should be involved in SGA as an executive board member, a class representative, a club or organization 

Innovator Award  

This award is given to an innovator, a student(s) who has (have) created or established a new student group or activity OR one who has shown determination in reviving a previously docile tradition, event, or group.

Teacher of the Year (formerly Outstanding Faculty Award)

This award goes to a faculty member who has shown outstanding achievement in the field of teaching, and an overall commitment to student’s growth and development.  

Outstanding Staff/Administrator Award

This award is presented to an administrator or staff member whose dedication to his/her position greatly enhances the quality of life for students.  

Emerging Leader Award  

This award is given to a first or second year student who exemplifies leadership in co-curricular and extra-curricular activities and has helped advance the quality of life for students on campus. 

Outstanding Club/Organization Award  

This award is presented to a club/organization that has distinguished itself in the areas of membership, innovative programming and/or fundraising.
McAuley Service Leadership Award

This award is given to a student whose commitment and dedication to the Mercy mission and traditions of the College is reflected through his/her acts of community service and overall leadership.  

Fortitudo et Spes

This award is given to a member of the Saint Joseph's College community (student, faculty, or staff) who embodies the values inherent in the college motto: “Courage and Hope.”
